Dear Parent/Guardian: 

Sending children to private school can be expensive.  In order to make our school affordable to as many families in the 

community as possible, we are happy to announce a new Financial Aid/Reduced Tuition Program.  The following are 

answers to questions you may have about the program and application form.  Please do not hesitate to contact the 

administration with any unanswered questions or concerns. 

 

1. DO I NEED TO FILL OUT AN APPLICATION FOR EACH CHILD?  No. Complete the application to apply for 

financial aid. Use one Application for all students in your household. We cannot approve an application that is not 

complete, so be sure to fill out all required information. Return the completed application to the school office at 

either Malik Academy or Al Bustan Preschool. 

2. MY CHILD’S APPLICATION WAS APPROVED LAST YEAR. DO I NEED TO FILL OUT ANOTHER ONE?  Yes. Your 

child’s application is only good for that school year and for the first few days of this school year. You must send in a new 

application unless the school told you that your child is eligible for the new school year.   

3. I GET WIC. CAN MY CHILD(REN) GET FINANCIAL AID? Children in households participating in WIC may be eligible for 

financial aid. Please fill out an application.  

4. WILL THE INFORMATION I GIVE BE CHECKED? Yes and we may also ask you to send written proof. 

5. IF I DON’T QUALIFY NOW, MAY I APPLY LATER? Yes, you may apply at any time during the school year. 

6. WHAT IF I DISAGREE WITH THE SCHOOL’S DECISION ABOUT MY APPLICATION? You should talk to school 

officials.  

7. WHO SHOULD I INCLUDE AS MEMBERS OF MY HOUSEHOLD? You must include all people living in your 

household, related or not (such as grandparents, other relatives, or friends). You must include yourself and all 

children living with you. 

8. WHAT IF MY INCOME IS NOT ALWAYS THE SAME? List the amount that you normally receive. For example, if 

you normally make $1000 each month, but you missed some work last month and only made $900, put down that 

you made $1000 per month.  If you normally get overtime, include it, but do not include it if you only work 

overtime sometimes.

 Box 1–Name: List all household members with income.  

 

Box 2 –Gross Income and How Often It Was Received: For each household member, list 

each type of income received for the month. You must tell us how often the money is 

received—weekly, every other week, twice a month or monthly.  For earnings, be sure 

to list the gross income, not the take-home pay. Gross income is the amount earned 

before taxes and other deductions. You should be able to find it on your pay stub or 

your boss can tell you. For other income, list the amount each person got for the month 

from welfare, child support, alimony, pensions, retirement, Social Security, 

Supplemental Security Income (SSI), Veteran’s benefits (VA benefits), disability benefits, 

and All Other Income sources. Under All Other Income, list Worker’s Compensation, 

unemployment or strike benefits, regular contributions from people who do not live in 

your household, and any other income. For ONLY the self-employed, under Earnings 

From Work, report income after expenses. This is for your business, farm, or rental 

property.  If you work for yourself, you will be asked to supply business or farming 

papers, such as ledger or tax books.

CHILD SUPPORT OR ALIMONY: Court decree, agreement, or copies of checks received. 

 

OTHER INCOME (SUCH AS RENTAL INCOME): Information that shows the amount of income received, 

how often it is received, and the date received.  

 

NO INCOME: A brief note explaining how you provide food, clothing, and housing for your household, and 

when you expect an income. 

 

TIMEFRAME OF ACCEPTABLE INCOME DOCUMENTATION: Please submit proof of one month’s income; 

you could use the month prior to application, the month you applied, or any month after that.
