Tee Ball - Age 5-7, learn to throw, catch, hit and field. Monday nights.

The focus of Tee Ball is fun, participation and introduction to softball skills. Coaches will begin to
give instruction in the basics of softball, such as a proper batting stance and swing and some
fielding skills involved with playing the different positions. Players will also begin to learn the
rules of the game. All players learn to bat from a tee and play the field.

Minors - Age 8-11. 2 games per week + practice, all in Cambridge.

The focus of this level is still on fun, participation, and introduction to softball skills. All players
bat and play the field. Pitching is a mix of player pitch and coach pitch. In the Minors, scores are
kept, and all 4 teams play each other in the playoffs in June.

12U Cardinals Travel Team - Age 11-12. Games are 2 nights per week +
practice. Home games played in Cambridge, Away games played in

neighboring towns.
